John T. Moonan, Jr., judge of tha U.5. Court of Appeals for tha Ninth Circuit, Is a fallow of tha
Dominican School of Theology and Philesophy in Berkeley and a noted Catholic scholar.
The 1883 recipient of Motre Dame University's prestigious Laetare Medal, Judge Noonan
delivered the Laetare address at NDU's 2009 commencement. He received both his under-
graduate and law degrees at Harvard University, holds an M_A. and PhD from Catholic
University of America, and studied at Cambridge Univarsity. A former governor of the Canon
Law Saciety, he served as a professor at the Notre Dame Law School and the University of
California School of Law at Berkeley prior to his appointment to the Ninth Circuit by President
Ronald Reagan. Judge Noonan is the author of thifeen books, including The Lustre of Our
Couniry: The American Expemance of Religious Freedom (University of California Press,
1988) and A Church That Can And Cannot Changa (Notre Dame Press, 2005). He s the
recipient of seven honorary Doctor of Law degrees from higher aducation institutions.

PRAYER  The Unseen Power of Prayer

This diary on prayer is a wonderful
___ testimony to the finest traditions of faith
at Holy Family. Michael McDevitt
grew up here and he has many sensitive
and grateful references to his growing
up years. His spirituality is greatly shaped by his ex-
traordinary uncle, a Jesuit priest, Fr. Frank Parrish and
by his mother Mary McDevitt. Both of them were
bonded in my friendship and blessed me many times
with their prayerful remembrances.

There is a strong Ignatian emphasis in Michael’s
prayer. He is guided by a reliable unqualified aware-
ness of God’s presence in his life. Much of his presen-
tation is anchored in the reflections on “the mystical
humanity of Christ”. He remembers his family maxim,
a Latin quotation “quid hoc ad aeternitatem” (how
does it look in the light of eternity). He narrates many
personal experiences, which challenged him to renew
his faith. There is a very obvious eschatological quality
present. This means to live in the present moment with
an eye on eternity.

Michael writes in a manner that is appealing and
gently invites the retreatant into a deeper awareness of
God’s presence. It is strongly devotional. This book
will appeal to a wide audience among the people of
God and | am happy to recommend it.
