MISSION HAITI
A very special moment ...

We are recounting some of the early
history of Fr. Tom’s involvement in
Haiti. One Mass in particular stands §
out in Fr. Tom’s memory. It was the [
Sunday after Fr. Tom and the stu-
dents had had dinner with Bishop
Constant. We talked about that din-
ner last week.

Fr. Tom writes:

“Bishop Constant invited all of us, myself and the six students, to the
Cathedral for the Sunday night Mass. He insisted that we stand with him up
front before the altar as his special guests.

At the beginning of Mass, a woman walks in. She had advanced leprosy and
she was pulling and dragging her foot as she came down the center aisle.
Everyone in the Cathedral moved away. She sat alone in the second pew.

At the part of the Mass, the Sign of Peace, one of the students, | believe it was
Doug, got up, walked over to the woman, and put his arms around her in a
total embrace. The other students followed. Then everyone in the church
began to get up from the pews and go to the leper woman.

It was a powerful moment for me. | felt chills and realized what American
young people can do if they are challenged and given the opportunity.”

Thank you, Fr. Tom, for sharing that moment with us.

For several years Holy Family parishioners have enjoyed a special and unique
relationship with Dolores Mission - a Jesuit parish in Boyle Heights. The prox-
imity to South Pasadena enables the Holy Family community to be in a rela-
tionship of solidarity - a friendship among people who share a common faith
and a desire for deeper understanding and cultural enrichment. Holy Family’s
involvement with the people of Dolores Mission includes Bridges, a friendship
building program between the children of Holy Family and Dolores Mission
schools. Holy Family parishioners serve on the Dolores Mission School
Advisory Board and parish finance and development advisory committee.
Parishioners are active teaching English and visiting with the men of the
Guadalupano Homeless Project housed on Dolores Mission’s grounds, and
have prepared meals for the men. Holy Family’s and Dolores Mission’s youth
ministries have participated in joint projects to increase understanding of one
another, and Holy Family youth traveled to Tecate with Dolores Mission youth
to renovate housing. Other Holy Family Parishioners can be found working the
organic garden created for Dolores Mission’s children, teaching poetry and
writing to the school children, and tutoring in the after-school program.

Each year, many Holy Family parishioners participate in an annual party which
raises funds for the various needs of Dolores Mission Parish and School. This
year Dolores Mission will celebrate and honor the Holy Family Community for
all of their support. If you have not attended this event before, we hope you
will participate this year. It will take place on January 30, 2010 at the historic
and beautiful Union Station in Los Angeles.

PASTORAL COUNCIL - COMMISSIONS REPORT

What is the Pastoral Council?

The Pastoral Council is the chief advisory body to the Parish Life
Director for visioning and parish planning, as well as providing over-
all goals and direction to the parish. Within the context of servant
leadership and extensive consultation, the Pastoral Council seeks to
answer such questions as: Who are we as a parish? What is our
unique identity in the diocesan and universal Church? What are our
priorities? The Pastoral Council is also responsible for creating
strategic plans which result in the commitment of major ministerial
and/or financial resources. A consensus style of operation is para-
mount in the Pastoral Council, though all decisions are ultimately the
prerogative of the Parish Life Director. Fred Seymour is the chair.

The Pastoral Council ensures that Holy Family Church continues as
a vibrant Catholic community in 5, 10, and 25 years.

The Five Commissions

The five commissions also comprise Holy Family leadership. They
give direction to each aspect of parish life: worship, education/
formation, community life, outreach and administration. The tasks of
the commissions are as follows: to connect with each organized
ministry associated with their areas, to evaluate activities and to hold
individuals and groups accountable for what they said they would
do, to vision and make goals for the future of the parish which set
new directions and to create subcommittees to accomplish action
plans related to the specific goals. All the commissions’ goals are
aligned directly with the goals of the Pastoral Council. Kathryn Smith
is vice chair of the Pastoral Council and the commissions coordina-
tor.

WORSHIP

The Worship Commission seeks to encourage full, active, conscious participation of the whole community at worship to help connect faith
with life. This commission supports all aspects of prayer and liturgy in the parish. It provides direction and vision for what the parish seeks in

communal worship. Phil Argento is the chair.

Commission Update

= Plans are in progress to identify more teachable moments within
the Mass and a means to share them. The restructured Worship
section of the bulletin continues to provide more information and
insights into the liturgy. Members of the Worship Commission are
involved in the planning stages of offering church tours once a
month, starting with our Centennial Celebration year (January
2010).

= Planning is beginning for the Worship Fair, February 14, 2010 with
a Valentine’s Day theme. The Ministries continue to think about
creative ways to reach out to the parish community on a regular
basis to encourage involvement.

= The Altar Server Leadership Team continues to restructure the
ministry. A much more efficient way of informing Eucharistic min-
isters about their scheduled assignments through e-mail is being
utilized.

= The Liturgical Reflection morning was held on October 3, 2009
with over 100 people in attendance (Eucharistic ministers, lec-
tors, hospitality ministers, musicians). Dr. David Sanchez, Holy
Family parishioner, and professor of New Testament Studies at
Loyola Marymount University, gave the key note talk: "Do This in
Memory of Me: The Intimate Connection between Word and Rite
in Liturgy."

= The Annual Blessing/Commissioning of Liturgical Ministers at all
Masses took place November 21 / 22, 2009

= A Subcommittee on Technology and Evangelization has been
established to “research assets” by meeting with HFC staff to
discuss technology and evangelization ideas and engaging oth-
ers such as younger parishioners who use of technology such as
the Internet including Facebook, Twitter and podcasts, etc.

ADMINISTRATION

The Administration Commission is responsible for the oversight of the temporal affairs of the parish. The goal is to provide stewardship of
physical assets, coordinate ministries involved with assets, and communicate to parishioners so that they are informed about the workings

and the events of the parish. Rich Morrissey is the chair.

Commission Update

= The Administration Commission Continues in its effort to develop
a procedure whereby parishioners can easily update the informa-
tion concerning themselves which is contained in the parish
database.

= The project of developing an emergency response plan for
housebound parishioners is just starting and is in the initial data-
gathering phase.

PASTORAL COUNCIL - COMMISSIONS REPORT

EDUCATION/FORMATION

The role of this commission is to oversee all aspects of education, formation and spiritual growth of the parish. The Education/
Formation Commission’s goal is to formulate a unified direction for all aspects associated with this area including the parish school, religious
education, sacramental preparation, youth ministry and adult enrichment. Nora Warren is the chair.

Commission Update

The Women's Connection (TWC) is among new ministries estab-
lished this year. TWC recently hosted a presentation on prayer by
Sr. Chris Machado on Oct. 1; Nov. 10 TWC co-hosted with the
Women's Reading Group a get-acquainted with the writings of
Sr. Macrina Weiderkehr event. TWC will sponsor a Lenten
Retreat on Friday, Feb. 19 from 7-9 p.m. and Sat., Feb. 20, from
9-4 with Sr. Macrina as the retreat leader.

The Education/Formation Commission has identified goals in the

following areas: Identifying avenues of outreach and invitation to
all members of the parish and responding to the broad interests
and needs of members of Holy Family parish, providing avenues
for lifelong learning and faith formation through current and con-
tinuously developing programs, providing for enrichment and
development in educational leadership of Holy Family catechists
in the vibrant community of parish youth.

OUTREACH

The Outreach Commission provides servant leadership for all parish groups and ministries that reach out beyond the people who come to
church, fosters cooperation and shared resources between groups and sets visionary goals in keeping with the core values of our parish.
Amy Juhas is the chair.

Commission Update

The Commission is working on reinstating the Giving Bank sub-
committee in order to oversee new ways to engage parishioners
in the support of the Giving Bank. In addition, we are looking at
options for an informational video piece that can be used in a
variety of formats.

The “Reach Out” committee hosted a Resource Fair in late sum-
mer, featuring representatives from a range of organizations offer-
ing support to people coping with the economic environment.
We are in the process of reviewing the outcomes of the Resource

Fair and determining the appropriate next steps. In addition, the
parish is compiling a list of area therapists who are willing to work
with parishioners.

COMMUNITY LIFE

The Community Life Commission is committed to providing a welcoming, hospitable atmosphere throughout the parish community. The
commission fosters interaction and communication among parish organizations, promotes broad-based parishioner involvement in parish life
and ministry, and offers opportunities for community building and discipleship. Ed Ternan is the chair.

Commission Update

The Shepherds Ministry is operating smoothly. New Parishioners
are contacted via telephone by a peer within a couple of weeks
of registering. The Ministry is entering its second year and is
looking for volunteers.

The members of the Shepherds Ministry, the Hospitality Ministry
and the Welcome Center Ministry held a joint meeting on
November 12. The groups shared experiences and best prac-
tices in an effort to coordinate and streamline their activities.

= There has been a leadership change in the Media Resources

Subcommittee. The Community Life Commission is forming a
Communications Strategy Subcommittee to look at the various
media we use with the goal of assuring that our message is clear
and consistent.

= The Commission held several brainstorming sessions and sub-

mitted its goals and objectives to the Strategic Planning
Committee.

The Relationship Between Global Climate Change
and Regional Air Quality

[t's no secret that the Southland has the worst air quali-
ty in the nation. Despite a noticeable improvement
compard to the 1970's, there are still over 100 days a
year when the air quality is deemed unhealthy. In fact,
according to the South Coast Air Quality Management
District (AQMD), poor air quality is linked to 6,200 pre-
mature deaths, 2,400 hospitalizations, 980,000 lost
workdays, and 140,000 cases of asthma and respirato-
ry disease in children. But what does this have to do
with the international climate talks in Copenhagen?

The Copenhagen Summit (December 6-18) will bring
together world leaders with the aim of producing an
agreed-upon treaty to reduce the world’s use of energy,
including the use of fossil fuels attributed to climate
change. The AQMD and other regional air quality dis-
tricts in the U.S. have recognized a “co-benefit” con-
nection to local air pollution, in that reducing harmful
pollutants reduces the threat of climate change and
reduces the threat to health, since some of these pollu-
tants are present in both dangers. Thus, a successful
Copenhagen Summit will be advantageous to regional
air quality, which is sorely needed in our Southland.
