SUSTAIN-ABILITY WEEKLY
CCooppeennhhaaggeenn  aanndd  aa  FFaaiitthh--ffiilllleedd  RReessppoonnssee
The eyes of the international community were on Copenhagen
for two weeks in December - hoping, praying and waiting.
Faith leaders, scientists, NGO's, international delegates and
environmentalists waited expectantly for a legally binding inter-
national climate treaty that would show a global commitment
to staving off the worst effects of climate change, through
emissions reduction and financing for adaptation and clean
energies.
After two weeks of negotiations, the Copenhagen Accord was
created - a non-binding agreement by the U.S., China, India,
South Africa and Brazil. The text to this agreement can be
found at http://unfccc.int/2860.php. There will be another fol-
low-up meeting to hopefully negotiate a legally binding inter-
national agreement in Mexico in 2010. While this wasn’t a
perfect outcome, it is an important first step. 
But what does this mean for the faith community?
In the follow-up of Copenhagen, what is left for the local and
global faith community is a deeper resolve to act, to reduce
its emissions, and to convince larger society to do the same
by example. For no matter what happens around us, we must
continue to listen to our Creator’s call, and care for the beauti-
ful Earth and her inhabitants. By doing so, we respect our
God, whose creative power and very Self is infused in all of
Creation. The faith community is deeply committed to caring
for our planet by reducing harmful pollutants and creating jobs
in the process. Holy Family is switching to energy efficient
lighting in four of its facilities.
The Los Angeles Archdiocese is taking action in Earth stew-
ardship. Building upon the impetus of meetings in 2008-09, a
Creation Sustainability Committee is now part of the
Archdiocesan Justice and Peace Commission. Keep your
eyes and ears tuned for events in 2010 around this ministry.

THE WORD OF GOD
MMtt  22::11--1122
When Jesus was born in
Bethlehem of Judea, in the days of
King Herod, behold, magi from the
east arrived in Jerusalem, saying,
“Where is the newborn king of the
Jews? We saw his star at its rising
and have come to do him hom-
age.” When King Herod heard this
he was greatly troubled, and all
Jerusalem with him. Assembling all
the chief priests and the scribes of
the people, He inquired of them
where the Christ was to be born.
They said to him, “In Bethlehem of Judea, for thus it has been writ-
ten through the prophet: And you, Bethlehem, land of Judah, are by
no means least among the rulers of Judah; since from you shall
come a ruler, who is to shepherd my people Israel. Then Herod
called the magi secretly and ascertained from them the time of the
star’s appearance. He sent them to Bethlehem and said, “Go and
search diligently for the child. When you have found him, bring me
word, that I too may go and do him homage.” After their audience
with the king they set out. And behold, the star that they had seen at
its rising preceded them, until it came and stopped over the place
where the child was. They were overjoyed at seeing the star, and on
entering the house they saw the child with Mary his mother. They
prostrated themselves and did him homage. Then they opened their
treasures and offered him gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh. And
having been warned in a dream not to return to Herod, they depart-
ed for their country by another way.
