Definations  
(p150) 

The Immaculate Conception is a Catholic dogma stating that the Blessed Virgin Mary has 
preserved free from original sin from the very first moment of her own conception, by a unique 
divine grace, to prepare her to be the Mother of God. Defined by Pope Pius IX in 1854, it's 
celebrated on December 8th and is often confused with the virgin birth of Jesus (conceived by the 
Holy Spirit), but it specifically refers to Mary's conception by her parents, St. Anne and St. 
Joachim, being sinless. 
 
Incarnation means embodying a deity, spirit, or idea in physical form, most famously in 
Christianity, where it refers to God becoming human in Jesus Christ, but also generally to any 
embodiment of a concept, like a new season of a show embodying a character's new life. It 
literally means "in flesh," stemming from the Latin in carne, representing a spirit entering matter or 
a divine being taking human form
