Rwanda Rising is a medium roast, mellow, single 
origin coffee grown by Abakundakawa Cooperative in 
Rwanda.  Two thirds of the cooperative’s members are 
women, many who are survivors of the Rwandan geno-
cide.  “You can fell their joy in fashioning a future for them-
selves, their families, and their extraordinary coffee.  
Rwanda Rising is available  in drip grind and whole bean. 

     Earth Friendly Coffee Company is helping to  solicit 
funding for these farmers so that they can acquire equip-
ment and expertise to roast their own beans for export.  
This single improvement will empower these farmers to 
earn 30-50% more than selling their beans raw. 

     We hope to have tastings in 
the near future of our Fair Trade 
coffees, including Rwanda Ris-
ing.  We hope this will help 
boost sales so that we can in-
crease our support and commit-
ment to indigenous farmers 
around the world who labor  
year after year to support their 
families and communities.

I Am Malala

     When the Taliban took control of the 
Swat Valley in Pakistan, one girl spoke out. 

Malala Yousafzai refused to be silenced 
and fought for her right to an education. On 
Tuesday, October 9, 2012, when she was 
fifteen, she almost paid the ultimate price. 
She was shot in the head at point-blank 
range while riding the bus home from school, and few 

expected her to survive. Instead, Malala's miraculous re-
covery has taken her on an extraordinary journey from a 

remote valley in northern Pakistan to the halls of the 
United Nations in New York. At sixteen, she has become 

a global symbol of peaceful protest and the youngest 
nominee ever for the Nobel Peace Prize. I Am Malala is 
the remarkable tale of a family uprooted by global terror-
ism, of the fight for girls' education, of a father who, him-

self a school owner, championed and encouraged his 
daughter to write and attend school, and of brave parents 
who have a fierce love for their daughter in a society that 

prizes sons. I Am Malala will make you believe in the 
power of one person's voice to inspire change in the 

world.
