• Counsel (Right Judgment)--Guides us to make decisions and choices that are true to 

our faith.

• Knowledge--Enables us to be certain of God's love for us as well as to share that love 

with others. 
• Piety (Reverence)--Leads us to honor God as the source of all life and to see all people 

as our brothers and sisters in Christ. 
• Fear of the Lord (Wonder and Awe)--Encourages us to respect, recognize, and trust 

God's divine role in unfolding human history and in creation.
